BIG IDEA: DIVINE JUDGMENT IS HARD ON THE OUTSIDE BUT IT HAS A SOFT
CENTER!

NOTE THE CONTEXT: Paul is still working on two questions:

1) Has God’s promise regarding Israel failed? VERSE 6, But it is not as though the word
of God has failed...

2) Is God capricious and unjust? VERSES 18-19, Romans 9:18-19 So then He has mercy

on whom He desires, and He hardens whom He desires. '° You will say to me then, "Why does
He still find fault? For who resists His will?"

FIVE INSIGHTS ABOUT THE JUSTICE AND THE
KINDNESS OF GOD

CF: Romans 11:22 Behold then the kindness and severity of God; to those who fell, severity,
but to you, God's kindness, if you continue in His kindness; otherwise you also will be cut off.

1. GOD IS SLOW TO WRATH. VERSE 22, What if God, choosing to show his wrath and
make his power known, bore with great patience the objects of his wrath-- prepared
for destruction?

A. Days of Noah

e Genesis 6:5-7 The LORD saw how great man's wickedness on the earth
had become, and that every inclination of the thoughts of his heart was only
evil all the time. ® The LORD was grieved that he had made man on the
earth, and his heart was filled with pain. 7 So the LORD said, "I will wipe
mankind, whom | have created, from the face of the earth-- men and animals,
and creatures that move along the ground, and birds of the air-- for | am
grieved that | have made them.”

B. Four Hundred Years for the Amorites

e Genesis 15:16, In the fourth generation your descendants will come back
here, for the sin of the Amorites has not yet reached its full measure."

e Leviticus 18:21-30 "Do not give any of your children to be sacrificed to
Molech, for you must not profane the name of your God. | am the LORD. 2
"Do not lie with a man as one lies with a woman; that is detestable. 2 Do
not have sexual relations with an animal and defile yourself with it. A woman
must not present herself to an animal to have sexual relations with it; that is a
perversion. 2* "Do not defile yourselves in any of these ways, because this
is how the nations that | am going to drive out before you became defiled. %
Even the land was defiled; so | punished it for its sin, and the land vomited
out its inhabitants. % But you must keep my decrees and my laws. The
native-born and the aliens living among you must not do any of these
detestable things, <’ for all these things were done by the people who lived
in the land before you, and the land became defiled. ?® And if you defile the
land, it will vomit you out as it vomited out the nations that were before you.
% mEveryone who does any of these detestable things-- such persons must
be cut off from their people. % Keep my requirements and do not follow any
of the detestable customs that were practiced before you came and do not
defile yourselves with them. | am the LORD your God.'




e Leviticus 20:2-5 "Say fo the Israelites: 'Any Israelite or any alien living in
Israel who gives any of his children to Molech must be put to death. The
people of the community are to stone him. ° | will set my face against that
man and | will cut him off from his people; for by giving his children to
Molech, he has defiled my sanctuary and profaned my holy name. * If the
people of the community close their eyes when that man gives one of his
children to Molech and they fail to put him to death, ° | will set my face
against that man and his family and will cut off from their people both him
and all who follow him in prostituting themselves to Molech.

e 1Kings 11:5-7 He followed Ashtoreth the goddess of the Sidonians, and
Molech the detestable god of the Ammonites. ¢ So Solomon did evil in the
eyes of the LORD he did not follow the LORD completely, as David his
father had done. ” On a hill east of Jerusalem, Solomon built a high place for
Chemosh the detestable god of Moab, and for Molech the detestable god of
the Ammonites.

e Jeremiah 32:35 They built high places for Baal in the Valley of Ben Hinnom
to sacrifice their sons and daughters to Molech, though | never commanded,
nor did it enter my mind, that they should do such a detestable thing and so
make Judah sin.

e Or they will make you sin. Deuteronomy 20:17-18 Completely destroy
them-- the Hittites, Amorites, Canaanites, Perizzites, Hivites and Jebusites--
as the LORD your God has commanded you. '® Otherwise, they will teach
you to follow all the detestable things they do in worshiping their gods, and
you will sin against the LORD your God.

GOD BLESSES EVEN AS HE JUDGES. VERSES 23-24, What if he did this to make
the riches of his glory known to the objects of his mercy, whom he prepared in advance
for glory-- ?* even us, whom he also called, not only from the Jews but also from the
Gentiles?

A. He Saves the Gentiles, VERSES 25-26, As he says in Hosea: "l will call them
'my people’ who are not my people; and I will call her 'my loved one’ who is not
my loved one,” % and, "It will happen that in the very place where it was said to
them, "You are not my people,’ they will be called 'sons of the living God.""

e (f.,Hosea 1:10

B. He saves the Jewish Remnant, VERSE 27, Isaiah cries out concerning Israel:
"Though the number of the Israelites be like the sand by the sea, only the
remnant will be saved. For the Lord will carry out his sentence on earth with
speed and finality."

GOD DOESN’T FLINCH WHEN IT’S TIME. VERSE 29, % It is just as Isaiah said

previously: "Unless the Lord Almighty had left us descendants, we would have become

like Sodom, we would have been like Gomorrah.”

e Matthew 24:37-39 As it was in the days of Noah, so it will be at the coming

of the Son of Man. * For in the days before the flood, people were eating
and drmk/ng, marrying and giving in marriage, up to the day Noah entered
the ark; * and they knew nothing about what would happen until the flood
came and took them all away. That is how it will be at the coming of the Son
of Man.



e 1 Peter 3:18-20 For Christ died for sins once for all, the righteous for the
unrighteous, to br/ng you to God. He was put to death in the body but made
alive by the Spirit, "~ through whom also he went and preached to the spirits
in prison “° who disobeyed long ago when God waited patiently in the days
of Noah while the ark was being built. In it only a few people, eight in all,
were saved through water

e 2 Peter 3:3-10 First of all, you must understand that in the last days scoffers
will come, scoffing and following their own evil desires. They will say,
"Where is this ‘coming' he promised? Ever since our fathers died, everything
goes on as it has since the beginning of creation." ° But they deliberately
forget that long ago by God's word the heavens existed and the earth was
formed out of water and by water. By these waters also the world of that
time was deluged and destroyed. ” By the same word the present heavens
and earth are reserved for f/re being kept for the day of judgment and
destruction of ungodly men. ° But do not forget this one thing, dear friends:
With the Lord a day is like a thousand years, and a thousand years are like a
day The Lord is not slow in keeping his promise, as some understand
slowness. He is patient W/th you, not wanting anyone to perish, but everyone
to come to repentance. % But the day of the Lord will come like a thief. The
heavens will disappear with a roar; the elements will be destroyed by fire,
and the earth and everything in it will be laid bare.

D. Ezekiel 14:12-14 The word of the LORD came to me: '® "Son of man, if a
country sins against me by being unfaithful and | stretch out my hand against it to
cut off its food supply and send famine upon it and kill its men and their animals,

* even if these three men-- Noah, Daniel and Job-- were in it, they could save
only themselves by their righteousness, declares the Sovereign LORD.

E. Curses and Blessings at Ebal and Gerizim. Deuteronomy 11:29 When the
LORD your God has brought you into the land you are entering to possess, you
are to proclaim on Mount Gerizim the blessings, and on Mount Ebal the curses.

F. Objections of Dawkins and Mark Twain...

G. We want a God without wrath who took man without sin into a kingdom without
justice through the ministrations of a Christ without a cross. (Reinhold Niebuhr,
The Kingdom of God in America)

H. Few would want to follow Marcion, the ancient church heretic who edited out
offensive portions of Scripture, including the Old Testament God who was “lustful
for war.”

What remained for Marcion was a climax with a truncated plot, with the
main character split in two: A God of creation and wrath pitted against a God of
salvation and love at the Cross.’

. It is no longer possible to believe that every word of the Bible was inspired by
God. Fundamentalists still do, but they can keep up such self-delusion only by
scrupulously avoiding all forms of scientific inquiry.... God may be “slow to anger
and quick to forgive,” but he is also terrifying and at times as arbitrary (as in his
dealings with Saul) as any Mesopotamian monarch. | don’t think it should bother
us that he is no Hallmark greeting card. If God is to be God the Creator of all, he
must be utterly beyond our comprehension—and, therefore, awfully scary.... [I]t
remains true that there is no way of attributing mass carnage and vindictive
slaughter to a God worth believing in.

| think, admit that these operations were the work of human beings who had
wrongly convinced themselves that God was on their side.?

Why
not? Because they pursued it not by faith but as if it were by works.
